Unique Lodging Options
St. Margaret’s is home to three dorms, located on the 

main campus: 

•  McCuan Hall, completed in 2005

•  Latane Hall, renovated in 2003 

•  Historic Anderton House

These dorms can collectively accommodate up to 123 

people. All dorms are air-conditioned and available for 

rental during the summer.  

The Thistle House, St. Margaret’s alumnae house, is 

a two-story home directly across the street from our 

Community Technology Center.  It is available for rental 

throughout the year.  The house has 3 bedrooms, 2 ½ 

baths, and sleeps six.  

Rappahannock River 
Our riverfront location is enjoyed by groups both 
for its beauty and recreation.  Groups staying on 
our campus may use our kayaks and canoes. 

Other Athletic Facilities
• Gilchrist Field, a small field space located across 

the street from the main campus

Completed in 2007, our Athletic Complex is lo-
cated two miles from the school and includes two 
softball fields, two regulation size soccer or field 
hockey fields, and a cross country trail.

Community/Technology Center

The Community/Technology Center
This building includes a beautiful river front dining facility 

and spacious classrooms; it is a wonderful location for 

a family reunion, wedding reception, banquet, or class 

reunion. This space is only available during the summer 

and during our school breaks and accommodates up to 40 

attendees on the mezzanine, 240 seated in the dining room, 

with a maximum of 300 in the dining room.

River Lawn
Our back yard stretches along the river bank and makes 

a great place for an outdoor event.  Our river lawn has 

been used for weddings, family reunions, class reunions, 

picnic. This space is available during school breaks and 

accommodates up to 500 attendees.

Viola Woolfolk Center
This building has a few small classrooms, a large meeting 

room, our library, and our student center, which is a great 

place for relaxing, watching a movie, or playing a game of 

pool.  The meeting room is available during the academic 

year and the remainder of the building is only available 

during summer and  accommodates up to 70 attendees.

Historic Brockenbrough House
Built circa 1763, this charming space is available on the 

weekends for bridal showers, baby showers, and small 

cocktail parties and accommodates up to 40-50 attendees. 

St. Margaret’s Hall
Our administrative building includes a music room, art 

room, and classrooms. Classrooms are available some 

evenings and during our school breaks and accommodates 

up to 40-50 attendees.
