St. Margaret’s is an all-girls boarding and day school located on the Rap-
phannock River at 444 Water Lane in Tappahannock, Virginia. The setting 
is a broad expanse of pristine waterfront, framed by manicured lawns 
and ancient shade trees.

What facilities are available?

The waterfront at St. Margaret’s School is ideal for an outdoor wed-
ding and reception. Additionally, an elegant dining facility is available for 
indoor festivities.

How many guests can be accommodated?

The St. Margaret’s dining room can seat up to 250 guests.

Does St. Margaret’s have lodging or dressing facilities?

Yes. The historic Brockenbrough House (c. 1763) is a lovely place for 
the bride and her bridesmaids to dress and relax before the event. Also, 
since we are a boarding school, our dormitories may be available in the 
summer for family and friends. We also have a 3-bedroom home across 
the street that sleeps six—perfect for out-of-town family or friends.

What catering services are available?

St. Margaret’s boasts incomparable catering ability in both food and 
beverage. A meeting with our Chef will get you started as you work 
together to create an unforgettable menu and presentation. To simplify 
planning, we can handle arrangements for all food, beverage and rentals.

When is the facility available?

You can take advantage of this beautiful location during our school 
vacations. This includes the last weekend in June, all of July, the first 
three weekends in August, as well as during Thanksgiving and Christmas 
breaks and our two-week Spring Break in March. (We are not able to 
offer our facilities when school is in session.)

When you are ready to schedule, you can 
reserve your date with a non-refundable deposit of $500, along with 
a signed copy of the school’s Facility Rental Agreement. You will need 
proof of liability coverage for your event.
